At its meeting on 16th January 2020 the Board advised that it would consider the following dates to be of local or national significance:-

Easter Sunday

Scottish Grand National (Saturday night) Ayr only

Sunday of early Mayday holiday

Sunday of late May holiday

Ayr Gold Cup (Saturday night) Ayr only

Local festivals where the premises are taking part in an organised programme of events  

Halloween (one night only) 

*Christmas Eve

*Hogmanay

*many premises already have an additional hour’s trading incorporated in their operating plans but when Christmas/Hogmanay falls mid-week many premises would wish their terminal hour to be the same as it would be if Christmas/Hogmanay fell on Friday or Saturday night which may involve an additional two hours trading

Additionally the Board clarified that in relation to extended hours applications no definition of “special” is given in the Licensing (Scotland) Act 2005   The Board cannot give a definitive list of events which it considers to be “special” as this may well vary from premises to premises and will require be assessed on a case by case basis.

However the Board has given examples of what it does not normally consider to be special such as :-.

•
The appearance of a celebrity at the venue

•
The attendance of an artist (DJ/singer/band) who is coming late to the venue because of prior commitments.

•
The fact that there is an event happening in the area but which the applicant premises are not part of.
