· The property is unoccupied at the time of entry onto the Valuation Roll; and
· The new entry is not as a result of a combination or division of an existing entry on the Valuation Roll or due to the refurbishment or change of an existing entry on the Valuation Roll (including conversion of a domestic property or a property previously exempt from rating).
Please be aware that for the period that New Start Relief is awarded, no other relief can apply.
