Matters Arising

Dailly Trails

Meeting with Communities Officer and others, on 3rd June. Discussed how to get communities more engaged with the local path network maintenance. 
RS asked Dailly CC secretary to raise question of a rep from Dailly CC joining RS & Chris Campbell in walking audits of routes. No response as yet.
A Thriving Communities officer may be able to assist a rep from Dailly CC in making funding applications.

RS to ask Legal Services (again) about validity of original Path Agreement for Dailly Trails

RS asked forester to remove fallen tree from Quarry trail – need photo and exact location point to pass on to him. 


Section 11 Access Exemption Order

Ayr Show Festival of Flight – 2 Orders were requested for this event, one of which was requested at the last minute, so had to be processed quickly. Orders were discussed by SALAF and no significant objections made. Press advert advised the public of the Orders and directed people to SAC website to view the Orders and associated Plans.




Paths Maintenance Update

RS – River Ayr Way vegetation cuts carried out by contractor in June and end of August. (Fallen tree blocking path at Auchincriuve removed by SAC forester.) So, route is ready for RAW Challenge race on 13th September.

Section of RAW near Stair which frequently floods – RS to speak to David Manson at ARA about possibility of ARA funding improvements to this section. Also need to identify farmer who owns adjacent fields as machines would need access though field to get to path.

NF - section of RAW near Enterkine – boardwalks require repairs. RS to look into it.

Smugglers Trail sign at South Beach car park – RS to contact Neighbourhood Services again to ask if any news on what’s happening about putting sign back. If no joy there, then contact R and A to ask they cover cost of re-instating it.



Recent Local Access Cases/Access Enquiries 

Discussed various cases on the datasheet.

River Ayr Way by Crawfordston Farm – issue with dog poo bags being left on path or hanging on stock fence where cattle can get to them. Already has signs up saying ‘Bin It’ and bin located at bridge.
CC offered to put out general message on SAPI page about dog fouling issues.



AOCB  

DG – Dundonald to Barassie active travel route will be circuitous as one farmer refusing to sell land adjacent to road. ARA still trying to get farmer to agree but route must be completed by set date, so presently ARA going ahead with longer roundabout route.

CC – ExplorAYR event on 12th -14th September, with outdoor activities; active travel info; led walks & cycles; Walking Scotland funding stall.

Discussion on how to get new members onto SALAF to represent other activities/ bodies. 
Suggested that ask: Forestry & Land Scotland; Community Water Safety Officer; someone from Galbraiths for landowners/ managers; someone for disabled access.
