Discretionary  Grants are available for specialist social welfare legal advice organisations to cope with the 
immediate impact of the coronavirus/COVID-19 pandemic and lay the foundations for longer-
term renewal. 

The Community Justice Fund was launched as a joint initiative between Advice UK, Law 
Centres Network and Citizens Advice and a group of independent funders (the AB Charitable 
Trust, Access to Justice Foundation, Indigo Trust, Paul Hamlyn Foundation, The Legal 
Education Foundation and Therium Access). It is hosted by The Access to Justice Foundation. 
The Fund is made up of contributions from a range of sources, including the Government and 
the National Lottery Community Fund. 

Objectives of Fund 

The funding is intended for specialist social welfare legal advice agencies, supporting the key 
role they play in providing essential support to people and communities during and after the 
COVID-19 crisis. 

Wave one is open for application on a rolling weekly basis. There is no fixed deadline. 

Organisations should apply early in the week if they want their application to be considered in 
the following week. Decisions will be received within ten days of submitting an application.

Up to £20,000  This new fund has been established in response to “a growing body of data, including from 
ONS and Public Health England shows that people who are Black, Asian and from minority 
ethnic (BAME) groups have been disproportionately impacted by the coronavirus pandemic. 
BAME-led organisations are playing a pivotal role in ensuring that vital emergency funds reach 
those from these hard-hit communities. To date, around 12% of NET Coronavirus Appeal funds 
distributed via UKCF and its network of Community Foundations UK-wide has gone to BAME-
led organisations.” 

Objectives of Fund 

The UK Community Foundations (UKCF) has launched this new fund to support Black, Asian 
and minority ethnic (BAME) groups who have been disproportionately affected by the 
coronavirus/COVID-19 crisis. 

The funding is intended to support BAME-led groups and organisations that can, in turn, help 
other BAME organisations to access their local Community Foundation and secure National 
Emergencies Trust (NET) funds from them. 

There are no deadlines. Applications will be reviewed on a rolling basis. 

The application form is available to download from the UK Community Foundations website. 

Applications will be considered by an independent panel every week and awards made as 
quickly as possible thereafter. The panel is led by independent BAME Voluntary and 
Community Sector leaders and experts, including representatives from Voice4Change, Muslim 
Charities Forum and Equally Ours. 

The panel will award grants as applications are received from an open call on a rolling basis.

£500,000 turnover). Only registered charities and not-for-profit organizations can apply. 

Applicants do not need to be NEWC members, but rescue and rehoming of equines should be 
the primary focus of the organization. 

If more applications are received than funds available, priority will be given to: 

 Organizations who do not have more than three months expenditure in hand. 

 Organizations that have not received emergency funding from other emergency funds. 

 Organizations who are NEWC members. 

Applications should be made online, using the application form on the PPCT website. 

There are three rounds of applications. The deadline for round one has now passed. The 
deadlines for the next two rounds are as follows: 

 Round 2: 24 July 2020 (successful applicants will be notified by 31 July 2020, with 
payments made by 7 August 2020) 

 Round 3: 16 October 2020 (successful applicants will be notified by 23 October 2020, 
with payments made by 30 October 2020).

Seafarers UK - 
COVID-19 
Emergency Fund  

 

Discretionary  The aim of the COVID-19 Emergency Fund is to help charitable maritime organization, and the 
seafarers in need whom they support, to withstand this current crisis. Grants can be used for 
current or anticipated needs arising directly from, or because of, coronavirus/COVID-19, 
including providing new services, additional operating costs or loss of Organisational income.  
Applications are accepted from charitable organizations delivering welfare and support services 
to seafarers and their families in the UK. 

A “seafarer” is defined as any person who is employed or engaged or works in any capacity on 
board a ship and whose normal place of work is on a ship. 

To be eligible for funding, charities must have submitted their accounts within the 10-month 
timeframe required by the Charity Commission. 

Partnership working and joint applications which maximize impact and outcomes for seafarers 
are strongly encouraged.

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Applications can be made at any time and will be reviewed on a regular basis. 

An online eligibility quiz and application form are available on the Seafarers UK website. 

The Trust aims to respond to applicants within one month of receipt of application and within 
two weeks if requests are for under £10,000. Organizations are encouraged to contact the 
Grants Team directly if they have more pressing and urgent needs than this, or if they or a 
bespoke service they deliver primarily to seafarers is at risk of closure because of lack of funds 
or financial fragility as a consequence of coronavirus/COVID-19.
